AHAR-3 Arrival or Subsequent 

STEMI-Positive ECG to 

Transfer to PCI Center within 

45 minutes (Door in door 

out) 

Percentage of ST-elevation 

Myocardial Infarction 

(STEMI) patients who are 

transferred out for primary 

PCI within 45 minutes of 

arrival. 

For patients with STEMI first 

diagnosed on subsequent 

ECG: Percentage of patients 

who are transferred out for 

primary PCI within 45 

minutes of subsequent ECG 

time. 

AHAR-4 EMS FMC to PCI ≤ 90 

minutes (when applicable)1 

Percentage of STEMI 

patients who receive 

primary PCI 

within 90 minutes from EMS
